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Role expectation for a partner changes with time
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Abstract

Role expectation has an important role on building
relationships. However, it was not clarified how/whether role
expectation is changed with time. In the current study, we
conducted the investigation in which participants answered to
a questionnaire of role expectation. Also, participants were
asked how long the relationship has been lasted with their
partner. As a result, the score of “help, confidence” to the
partner with long relationship was higher than that to the
partner with short relationship. This results suggests that it is
important to consider a partner especially in long relationship
period in order to keep a good relationship.
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
